Commit to reduce overall emissions and waste generation, and comply with all laws and 

regulations concerning emissions and waste. 

Participate with government and the public in creating responsible regulations and 

standards to safeguard the work place, community, and environment. 

Establish and maintain, in cooperation with public authorities and others, contingency 

procedures and plans to mitigate the effects of accidents which may occur. 

Conduct annual review and audit of Kirby’s Environmental Management System for 

continuous compliance.
